(If the rack has square slots, then use the Cage Nuts
with the Mounting Screws.)




Connecting Power

1. Connect the Power Cord to the power port on the back of
the UniFi Switch.

2. Plug the Power Cord into a power outlet.




Connecting Ethernet

1. Connect an Ethernet cable from your DHCP server or LAN
to any port on the UniFi Switch.

2. Connect your computer or host system and other devices
to the other ports on the UniFi Switch.




Using SFP Ports

To use an SFP port:
1. Remove the dust plug covering the SFP port.
2. Insert a compatible fiber SFP module into the SFP port.

3. Connect the fiber optic cable to the fiber SFP module.
